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CP Ships 

 

CP Ships was at its beginning a subsidiary of the Canadian Pacific Railway, and began to 

operate on an Europe-Québec line. At the end of 2001, CP Ship became independent, but as 

soon as 2005, it was bought by Hapag Lloyd. 

 

During the early 1980s, CP Ships was associated with the Compagnie Maritime Belge (CMB) 

to operate a subsidiary called Canada Maritime. In 1993, CP Ships took the entire control of 

Canada Maritime ; in 1995, CP Ships bought CAST, its closest Canadian competitor. 

Then, CP Ships started to acquire some operators in different regions of the world, to enlarge 

its network. In 1997, Lykes Lines and Contship Container Lines were bought ; in 1998, Ivaran 

Lines and Australia New Zealand Direct Line (ANZDL) were taken under control. In 2000, 

Transportacion Maritima Mexicana (TMM Lines) and Christiansen Canadian African Line 

(CCAL) ; in 2001, Italia Line.
