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Genstar 

 

During the 1990s, Genstar was a subsidiary of GE Capital, itself a subsidiary of US company 

General Electric. Genstar was a container lessor, with an important fleet (more than 

1.000.000 Twenty Equivalent Units, or TEU). 

In 1998, Genstar associated with SeaCo and founded GE Seaco, a new company which 

manages Genstar and SeaCo fleets. 

 

The dry van containers of Genstar were orange painted, with a vertical GENSTAR written at 

the left. Genstar, first written in write, was then written in white on a dark blue background , 

with a light blue underlining. « A GE Capital Company » was then added under GENSTAR. 

Reefers had several liveries, white or all-metal, with GENSTAR written horizontally at the 

middle of the side or vertically at the left.
